Minutes third MEREDIAN meeting October 21-22, 2002. Barcelona, Spain.

Introduction

In third MEREDIAN meeting we summarized the developments during the past year, made plans for the coming year and discussed and coordinated common issues and problems solving. The meeting was organized in a number of sessions (Attachment 1) and held at the same place as, and just before, the EMICES workshop “Real-time data exchange in Europe”. Complementary issues were discussed at this workshop in a larger audience. These will be gathered and presented in the workshop proceedings. Most of this MEREDIAN meeting presentations will be included in the Second Annual Report. 

Participants.

All MEREDIAN consortium members were represented. Further, we invited Josep Vila (IEC, Barcelona, Spain), organiser of the EMICES workshop and chairman of ORFEUS WG1. Attachment 2 provides the participant list.

Status and planning at participants

All participants presented the status at their observatory. These will be summarised in two or three pages for each participant and included in the second MEREDIAN Annual Progress report.

Summary of the accomplishments in the second year.

The developments have (in some aspects) surpassed the planned work described in the DoW, especially the real-time data exchange. However, the consortium is in general agreement to continue its development beyond the original plans. Some notable advances:

· Operating version of the Virtual Broadband European Seismograph Network (around 60 stations connected and 40-45 daily operating) 

· Event alerts (+ pickings) are distributed on an experimental basis (M > 4.5 events in Europe and M > 5.0 World-wide) 

· Data from the VEBSN is publicly accessible: rtautodrm@knmi.nl (30 days of continues data from the real-time buffer) and ftp://orfeus.knmi.nl/pub/data/POND/ (event- or so-called “POND”-data)

· Improved and distributed SeedLink and SeisComP packages (see special web page).

· Additional SeedLink plugins (see special web page). 

· Quantifiable significantly updated local archives.

· Local archives accessible (NetDC, AutoDRM) at several consortium members. 
· Extension of MEREDIAN with 8 participants (MEREDIAN-2 proposal).

· New software: CollectWaves.  
· Specific action agreements have been made between: NOAIG-GFZ-ODC; Nice/ReNaSS-GFZ-ODC, ZAMG-EARS-OGS (EC-INTERREG) 
Proviso: Many of these accomplishments have been realised with significant additional funding from elsewhere and participation of other institutes/observatories.

· Making and distributing automatic pickings is no problem, provided this is clearly indicated as being automatic.

· Discuss with NEIC the issue of handmade pickings on European real-time data streams.

· Alert data:

· EMSC reference preferably not ODC [added note T. what about VEBSN?]

· Make a link from the EMSC locations to the available data

· Distribute phase and locations primarily to EMSC, data contributors and observatories

· Memoranda of Understanding

· Austrian (ZAMG) MoU for data exchange is being signed ( main purpose: to show national authorities the relevance of the observatory internationally. 

· Discussions on a “Statement of Operation” for the VEBSN (added note T: A draft will be sent to you soon).

· Specific MoU’s are pending between 1) GFZ/GEOFON – ODC ; 2) UCM/ROA – ODC. These MoU have the same purpose as the one for ZAMG (Austria).    

Data request statistics:

· ODC is requested to make statistics of the data requests (Web, FTP, NetDC, AutoDRM)

Dataless SEED headers:

· Dataless SEED headers (i.e. full response curves and station information) are required for when the data is archived and/or flowing into the VEBSN. Several actions are starting to facilitate this:

· Jean-Francois Fels, Reinoud Sleeman and Jan Zednik will form an action group to gather the available relevant software and see what is additionally software is required. 

· GSE ( SEED conversion version 1.41 (the newest) of Reinoud Sleeman (ODC) is available on the web: http://orfeus.knmi.nl/other.services/conversion.shtml
· A specific GSE header ( dataless SEED version is also available on the same web page.

Data Quality Control:

The VEBSN could potentially facilitate Quality Control, however, a clear scheme for communicating and administering the QC is required. This issue is also part of MEREDIAN-2. Discussion with IRIS-DMC is also necessary.
